15" Inaugural Lecture: Prof.
Agukoronye emphasizes Merits
Of Igbo Cultural Landscaping

he need to recognize,

appreciate and incorporate

the rich Igbo cultural
landscaping in land and urban
development plans and policies of
Nigeria cannot be over-
emphasized. This is the crux of the
15" inaugural lecture of ESUT
delivered by the retiring  Dean of
Faculty of Environmental
Sciences, Professor Okechukwu
Cyprian Agukoronye on July 21, at
the university auditorium.

In his lecture titled “landscaping as
an instrument of land care and
management in the traditional Igbo
society of Nigeria” Professor
Agukoronye contended that
“landscaping and its practices in
Igboland are mnot just about
aesthetics, but are designed to
carter for both the spiritual and
functional needs of the people”.

According to him, the utility value
of Igho traditional landscaping lies
in the cultivation and preservation
of indigenous plants that produce
fruits and are rich in medicinal
compounds or other sorts of value
to man.

He condemned the present day
practice where kiosks, artisan
workshops, metal containers and
other illegal structures were seen
adorning the back and front views
of urban plots and called for a
reversal of the trend.

The erudite lecturer posited that
“Medicinal plants and herbs such
as Aloe Vera, Onugbo, Okro,
lemon-grass etc which

characterize Igbo tradition should
be planted in the backyard while
fruit trees and aesthetic plants are
planted in the front yards.
