productivity and development. On
the contrary, lack of skills results
in impoverishment of the” citizens
and the nation at large, he argued.

Quoting profusely from
authorities, including his previous
works, Professor Uzoagulu, a
Professor of Industrial Technical
and Vocational Education (ITVE)
underscored the relevance of ITVE
as “a viable programme for human
capital development aimed at
‘equipping individuals with
saleable, manipulative and
employable skills”.

Prof. Uzoagulu's lecture involved
an extensive discussion of different
types and uses of industrial
machines and tools from which
technical and vocational training
and re-training to gain the needed
skills that would engender human
capital development and economic
sustainability are derived.

The erudite Professor listed his
contributions to knowledge and
skills development to include the
designing of about three different
machines. First is the hammer mill
machine for crushing livestock
feeds, second is a tumbling
machine meant for smoothening
and cleaning of rusts from iron
components while the third is a
liquid mixer. A former
