55 Students of ESUT
Renounce Cultism s

The Vice-Chancellor of Enugu
State University of Science
and Technology, Professor
Cyprian Onyeji has granted pardon
to fifty-five (55) students of the

university who publicly renounced
their membership of secret cults.

Professor Onyeji, who granted the
pardon during a renunciation
ceremony organized by the
management of ESUT for student
cult members on 5" October 2011,
observed that the hands of God
have been on the university after a
prayer "session. for ESUT
community which was led by
Professor Nkemakonam Osadebe
of the University of Nigeria,
Nsukka.

The Vice-Chancellor said he was
moved to grant pardon to the cult
members as their renunciation
was based on self-conviction,

noting that the university did not
apply any coercive measure to get
them renounce.

Professor Onyeji however warned
other students who were still
involved in cult activities to
renounce their involvement within
seven days, after which the
university rules and laws would be
visited on them, including
expulsion from the university.

The Vice-Chancellor stressed that
he was looking forward to a new
ESUT environment devoid of any
fear of crime where academic
activities could thrive, even late in
the night.

Earlier in a speech, the Deputy
Vice-Chancellor of ESUT, Professor
Aloysius Uzoagulu had expressed
delight on how the ex-cult
members on their own volition
approached him and confessed to
their involvement in secret cult
activities.

He noted that their resolve to opt-
out of the evil practice was a sign
of many good things yet to come to
ESUT.

Also speaking, the Registrar of
ESUT, Barr. Chris Igbokwe
commended the Vice-Chancellor
for approving the renunciation
ceremony and for granting pardon
to the ex-cult members.

He advised other students still
involved in cult activities to take
advantage of the one week
extension, granted by the Vice-
Chancellor to -pull-out of cult
membership.

Also, the Deputy Vice-Chancellor,
Prof. Aloysius Uzoagulu
emphasized the responsibility of
the Dean in supervising activities
of departments under him while
the Bursar, Sir, Aloysius Okafor
dwelt on the role of Deans, HODs
and DBirectors in the
implementation of approved
financial regulations in the
