Dr Ortuanya gave the Kudos
during his maiden/familiarization
visit to appraise situation in the
state owned university under his
supervision.

Addressing the staff who eagerly
thronged the University
Auditorium in large numbers, the
Commissioner, assured that
education was on top of the priority
list of Governor Chime's second
term projects and promised that
ESUT would have her fair share.

The Commissioner recalled that
ESUT started well as a model of
Massachuset Institute  of
Technology (MIT) based in the
United States, but derailed
midway. He however noted that the

Dr Ortuanya equally called for the
cooperation and understanding of
staff, promising that he would not
be found wanting in his role to the
university.

He assured that government would
soon constitute a new governing
council to direct the course of the
university.

Earlier, the Vice-Chancellor, Prof
C.0 Onyeji had in his welcome
remarlks moted  that “the
commissioner's visit was historic
as it was -theyufirst time sa
commissioner for education had
visited to feel the pulse of his
subjects. This he said was a
positive signal for ESUT.

In their different reactions, the staff
thanked the commissioner for
coming and pleaded for increased
subvention from government to
enable the university address the
various needs begging for attention.

The commissioner was reminded of
the #450m “Bailout” fund which
his predecessor said had been
approved by government for
payment of 3 months arrears of
salary owed ESUT workers which
have not been released. Others
pleaded with government not to
appoint the type of council that
would compound or add to the
existing problems in the system
while some urged government to
provide toilet facilities in all the
Faculty and Administrative blocks
of the University.

In his vote of thanks, the Registrar,
Barr. Chris Igbokwe, while
thanking the commissioner for the
visit prayed that government would
domicile ESUT pension scheme in
the University as done in other
universities. Also he pleaded for
Government's intervention /
assistance during the forthcoming
accreditation visit of NUC which
would involve
programmes.

As a way of generating revenue for
the university, he suggested that a
bill be sponsored by the state
Government to ensure that certain
